Additions to the agenda — None

He reported that they are currently shut down, but hopes that they may re-
open in time to work with them for the following heating season.

New business — The Chair initiated general discussion of what activities the Committee should be
pursuing. There was healthy discussion.

There was discussion of local individuals who might be good candidates to fill vacancies on the
Committee. The Chair will pursue several possibilities.
