b. Discuss Town Hall Energy Upgrades — Chair will reach out to the selectboard about
what the Committee’s role should be relative to future efforts to upgrade the Town Hall.

c. Power Outage at Fire District site — Tom reviewed the recent power outage; there
was discussion of the need for a generator/battery, and the larger need for increased flow and
storage.

6. Outreach & Communications — The Chair asked members to think about recruiting new
members. She also asked for ideas for education/awareness campaigns this year. Tom said
he’d be interested in learning more about the carbon footprint and energy efficiency of burning
wood pellets. Jock said we should promote the incentives offered from the Inflation Reduction
Act and from local electric utilities (GMP & WEC).
